The letter should indicate that you are authorized to represent the organization at the conference, and that you have the capacity to vote for both genders (in case there are not applications from both genders for the conference).  The letter should be signed by your organization’s president or someone with a leadership position. Your application to participate or to get a scholarship will not be considered without this letter.
Groups decide themselves which persons should represent them at the conference, including which persons (representing different genders and identities) should apply/benefit from a scholarship. 

IMPORTANT: Remember that sending an application form does not guarantee that you will be able to participate to the conference. You will be informed about the result of your application by August 18, 2008. Do not make any travel arrangements before getting a confirmation from ILGA’s secretariat. ILGA will not reimburse travel arrangements if organised without notification of approval of your participation to the conference by our secretariat.

Evaluation by a scholarship Committee

A limited number of scholarships will be available for activists who would otherwise be unable to participate in the conference for financial reasons. Scholarship recipients will be selected on the basis of the following criteria:

· Promoting representation in the conference of the different countries/regions as described in ILGA’s constitution (Africa, Asia, ANZAPI – Australia, Aotearoa, New Zealand and the Pacific Islands -, Europe, Latin America and the Caribbean, North America). Please note activists coming from Australia, Canada, Western Europe, New Zealand, the United States of America and developed Asian countries are unlikely to get a scholarship. 

· Priority will be given to member groups  of ILGA, especially those which have paid their membership dues in 2006, 2007 and 2008

· Promoting representation in the conference of the diversity of lesbians, gay men, bisexuals and trans and intersex people (LGBTI)

· Contribution to the LGBTI movement

Scholarship applicants will be informed of the result of the selection process as soon as decisions have been made.

IMPORTANT: Remember that sending an application form does not guarantee a scholarship. You will be informed about the result of your application as soon as possible. ILGA would like to encourage you to ensure your participation by applying for funding from other donors. 

IMPORTANT: The participants funded by scholarships are expected to take active and full part in the conference program. Reimbursements will be made on the basis of registered attendance. If the participant fails to take part in at least 75% of the conference program, ILGA reserves the right to not reimburse the participant’s travel costs. An information letter will also be sent to the organization this person comes from and that person will not be eligible for scholarship for the following two events organised by ILGA.

The only exception to the above mentioned rule is a reduced participation to the conference program because of duties connected to the conference, such as, for instance, the need to take part in a chairing pool meetings having been elected to the chairing pool. 

In accepting the scholarship, participants will be asked to formally agree to all of the above. 

Failure to agree to the above rules will result in the withdrawal of the scholarship.
